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The Cyprus issue and
the situation as it is
unfolding with Turkey’s

actions in the Republic of
Cyprus’ exclusive econo-
mic zone will be among
issues to be discussed
during a meeting in Rome
between Cyprus’ Minister
of Foreign Affairs Nikos
Christodoulides and UN
Secretary General Antonio
Guterres.

Speaking at the Presiden-
tial Palace, after a meeting of
the Council of Ministers,
Christodoulides said “the main
topic of discussion will be the
Cyprus issue.”

“The current situation, the
approach of the President of
the Republic, our opinion
regarding the events, will
certainly be discussed,” he
noted.

Asked if Turkey’s responsi-
bilities regarding the situation
in Cyprus’ exclusive econo-
mic zone would be discussed,
Christodoulides said “all this
affects the Cyprus issue and
will be discussed.”

Furthermore, regarding
the replacement of the

Special Representative of the
UN Secretary General for the
Cyprus problem, Christodou-
lides said “it is not an issue
concerning the Secretary
General at this moment.”

“His approach was to send
an envoy. It was not a matter
of replacing (Espen Barth)
Eide. His approach was an
envoy who would visit al l
involved parties to hear their
views and approaches. So, I
believe it is not an issue which,
based on all that we know,
is a matter of concern to the
Secretary General at this
moment,” he added, noting
that “we expect the Secretary

General himself to inform us.”
To questions regarding the

replacement of the US Secre-
tary of State, Christodoulides
said “it is an important change,
we will have Mr. Mitchell (US
Assistant Secretary of State for
European and Eurasian Affairs
Wess Mitchell) in Cyprus and
certainly this issue will also be
discussed.”

Christodoulides arrived in
Rome yesterday evening to
attend the Extraordinary
Ministerial Conference in
support of UNRWA (United
Nations Relief and Works
Agency), as well as the Minis-
terial Meeting in Support of the

Lebanese Security Forces.
The Extraordinary Minister-

ial Meeting in support of
UNRWA is an init iative of
Egypt, Jordan and Sweden,
and is organised in view of the
dire economic situation the
Agency finds itself in.

The Ministerial meeting in
Support of the Lebanese
Security Forces is the second
meeting of its kind and is
attended by the members of
the International Support
Group, as well as countries
with bilateral military coopera-
tion programmes with Leba-
non. During the period 2015-
2017, the Republic of Cyprus
donated military aid to the
Lebanese Security Forces,
worth approximately €40
million.

During his stay in Rome,
apart from Guterres, Christo-
doulides will hold bilateral
meetings with the Ministers of
Foreign Affairs of Italy, Egypt,
Lebanon, Jordan and Malta,
as well as the Executive
Vice President of the Italian
company ENI Lapo Pistelli.

The Minister returns to
Cyprus on March 16th.

The ExxonMobil survey
ship, Ocean Investi-
gator, scheduled to

carry out hydrocarbon
explorations in block 10 of
Cyprus’ exclusive econo-
mic zone (EEZ), arrived
yesterday morning at the
Limassol port.

The Ocean Investigator
arrived at the Limassol port at
around 8.00am to refuel and
pick up equipment necessary
for its environmental impact
evaluation in block 10. It sailed
from the port of Lavrio in
Greece.

A second vessel, the Med
Surveyor, is expected to
arrive in Limassol today.

The two vessels will be
conducting surveys in order
to establish the best drilling
targets. ExxonMobil plans to
carry out exploratory drilling
in the second half of this year,

in late summer or autumn.
According to port director,

Panayiotis Agathocleous,
the Ocean Investigator has
docked at a quay located in
the management area of DP
World Limassol and is expect-
ed to load equipment, which
will be transported to block 10
for its scheduled operations.

The vessel will remain at the
Limassol port until March 24,
he said, but it might depart
earlier. This, Agathocleous

said, wil l  depend on the
progress of operations.

He added that a second
vessel, expected to arrive
today, will also load equip-
ment and set off for plot 10.

DP World has set up
facilities to serve the hydro-
carbon sector and the
research work to be done,
Agathocleous said, and the
services will be provided from
the port of Limassol.

“The vessels will use the

Limassol port to connect the
sea space with land. In terms
of drilling, this will be consi-
dered at a later stage after the
exploratory work is over,”
he said.

News of the arrival of the
two survey ships raised
concerns over how Turkey
would react, after Turkish
warships prevented ENI’s
drillship Saipem 12000 reach-
ing its drilling target in block 3
last month.

Even though Turkey does
not lay claim to hydrocarbons
in block 10, the Turkish
Cypriot side has warned that
all plans in Cyprus’ EEZ would
be stopped.

US Ambassador Kathleen
Doherty yesterday that the US
government does do not
expect Turkey to cause any
problems for the two vessels
in Cyprus’ EEZ.

ExxonMobil ship arrives for hydrocarbons survey

The general secretaries
of AKEL and Turkish
Cypriot party United

Cyprus appealed on Mon-
day to President Nicos
Anastasiades and Turkish
Cypriot leader Mustafa
Akinci to resume talks on
resolving the Cyprus
problem.

After a meeting at AKEL’s
headquarters they called
on the two leaders to pick
up where they left off in
Crans-Montana and resume
talks based on UN Secretary
General Antonio Guterres’
framework.

AKEL’s General Secretary
Andros Kyprianou said the
meeting with United Cyprus,
headed by General Secretary
Izzet Izcan was very produc-
tive.

Kyprianou condemned
Turkey’s actions over Cyprus’
exclusive economic zone
expressing great concern
which he said was com-
pounded by the fact that
there had been no reaction
from the international com-
munity over Turkey’s provo-
cations.

He expressed AKEL’s
concern about the develop-
ments within the Turkish
Cypriot community itself
where, besides the military
control existing even before
and to some degree political
control too, Turkish interests
are currently buying and
acquiring a big section of
economic activity. 

In addition, the General
Secretary of AKEL pointed
out that if matters are allowed
to develop as they are doing
so today, then there is the
possibility of conditions and
situations developing that
will not only not permit the
resumption of substantive
negotiations on the Cyprus
problem, but wil l  harbor
enormous oppression for the
future and prospects of
both the Greek Cypriots and
Turkish Cypriots in the land
of their birth.

Kyprianou reiterated that
hence the top priority is that
initiatives should be under-
taken for the de-escalation of
the tension in the Exclusive
Economic Zone and at the
same time with the annul-

ment of the NAVTEX that
substantive negotiations
resume immediately aiming
at the solution of the Cyprus
problem as soon as possible. 

“There is the agreed frame-
work which we, Greek Cypri-
ots and Turkish Cypriots,
but also the international
community have agreed
to since 1977. There is
the framework which the
Secretary-General of the UN
himself Antonio Guterres
has submitted before the
two communities at Crans
Montana,” he said, adding
that initiatives need to be
undertaken based on all
these frameworks for the
resumption of substantive
negotiations aiming at
arriving at an agreement as
soon as possible. 

“It is all of our patriotic
duty to work in a way that
ensures that stable and
steady peace will prevail in
Cyprus and that we - Greek
Cypriots, Turkish Cypriots,
Maronites, Armenians and
Latins – will live peacefully in
the land that gave birth to
us all,” noted Kyprianou. In
conclusion, the General
Secretary of AKEL stated that
they have agreed with Izzet
Izcan and the delegation of
the United Cyprus Party that
they will intensify their efforts
in this direction.

Izcan said Cyprus was
going through a critical phase
and it was not possible
to yield any results under
conditions of oppression,
threats or military measures.

Cyprus’ wealth belongs to
all its people, Izcan said
which could only be utilised
under conditions of peace.

Flying the flag for Cyprus at the 2018 
Commonwealth Day Service at Westminster Abbey
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Stephen Hawking, one of
the world’s foremost
theoretical physicists,

has died at age 76 at this
home in Cambridge. 

He was perhaps the most
well-known physicist in the
world, despite being wheel-
chair-bound for decades,
and communicating via a
computerized voice that
recorded the minute motion
of his cheek muscle.

“We are deeply saddened
that our beloved father passed
away today,” Lucy, Robert and
Tim Hawking, the children of
the physicist, said in a state-
ment early yesterday announ-
cing his death. “He was a
great scientist and an extraor-
dinary man whose work and
legacy will live on for many
years.”

Hawking was a bril l iant
student of physics at
University of Cambridge when
he was diagnosed with the
degenerative nerve disease
amyotrophic lateral sclerosis
(ALS), also known as Lou
Gehrig’s disease, at the age
of 21. He nevertheless conti-
nued working and soon deve-
loped a series of groundbreak-
ing theories that would remake
the world of physics. In 1966,
the cosmologist published his

doctoral thesis, which argued
that the entire universe began
as a singularity. 

Hawking wrote so lucidly of
the mysteries of space, time
and black holes that his book,
“A Brief History of Time,”
became an international
bestseller, making him one of
science’s biggest celebrities
since Albert Einstein.

Born in Oxford, England,
Hawking graduated from
Oxford University and later
Cambridge University, taking
the Lucasian Professor of
Mathematics position there in
1979, a position once held by
Isaac Newton. 

Even though his body was
attacked by ALS, Hawking
stunned doctors by living with
the normally fatal illness for
more than 50 years.

Stephen Hawking dies at 76

Early on Friday 9 March,
Chuka Umunna MP’s
Twitter account was

compromised by a Turkish
nationalist hacking group. 

The hackers described
themselves as “the Turkish
Cypriot army Ayy›ld›z Tim” and

as a “Turkish cyber army”. The
group ‘Ayy›ld›z Tim’, has been
described as a ‘patriotic,
nationalist hacker group’, and
has reportedly been respon-
sible for many cyber-attacks
around the world.

The nationalist group
posted pro-Turkey messages
in Mr Umunna’s name, includ-
ing messages of support for
the illegal ongoing Turkish
invasion of Afrin, Syria (which

they described as an “opera-
tion”). The messages were
immediately deleted when
Mr Umunna regained control
of his Twitter account.

The President of the
National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, Christos
Karaolis, sent an email to
Mr Umunna to express soli-
darity with him in the face of
this attack on freedom of
speech and the basic princi-

ples of democracy.
Mr Karaolis added in his

email that, “Cyprus has long
been the victim of attacks by
Turkey” including the illegal
invasion and occupation in
1974, and very recently
through Turkey’s illegal intru-
sion into the Republic of
Cyprus’ Exclusive Economic
Zone to block legally permit-
ted drilling attempts by Italian
energy company ENI.

Chuka Umunna MP’s Twitter account
hacked by Turkish cyber army

On 8 March, the Foreign
and Commonwealth
Office replied to a

letter from the National
Federation of Cypriots in the
UK, dated 23 February, about
Turkey’s actions in the
Republic of Cyprus’ Exclusive
Economic Zone (EEZ). 

In the reply, the Foreign
Office said: “The UK has long
recognised the right of the
Republic of Cyprus to exploit
the natural resources in its
Exclusive Economic Zone,
and we want to see explora-
tion go ahead. We have raised
recent developments with
Turkey.

“We believe Cyprus’ hydro-
carbons should be developed
for the benefit of all Cypriots
and urge all parties to look for
ways by which the develop-
ment of hydrocarbons can
support the search for a
settlement.”

The letter went on to say,
“We remain a strong support-
er of a Cyprus settlement and
continue to think that a politi-
cal deal to reunite Cyprus is
achievable. A reunited Cyprus
would unlock signif icant
benefits through increased
opportunities for trade, invest-
ment and tourism.”

Labour Party condemns
Turkey’s actions in Cyprus’ EEZ

The Labour Party has
condemned Turkey’s actions
in Cyprus’ EEZ and described
them as “wholly unaccept-
able”. 

In a statement released on

Friday 9 March to the National
Federation of Cypriots in the
UK, the major opposition
party says: “The actions of
Turkey in the Cyprus Exclusive
Economic Zone (EEZ) are
wholly unacceptable. Preven-
ting ships with legal permits
from the Republic of Cyprus
from reaching a gas explora-
tion area with a warship is
an unnecessary and irrespon-
sible act of aggression that
cannot be justified through
economic or territorial
interests.”

The statement also notes
that the benefit of any
exploitation in the EEZ must
be for all Cypriots and that
“The Labour Party is calling
for negotiations to re-com-
mence, so the island can be
united again and all Cypriots
are able to share in the
economic potential of the
EEZ.”

Returning to the issue of the
Turkish actions in the Republic
of Cyprus’ EEZ, the Labour
Party statement concludes:
“With the EU-Turkey summit
due to take place later this
month, it is vital that Turkey
withdraws any blockades from
the Cyprus EEZ. This will
ensure that the summit goes
ahead to promote a positive
relationship between Europe
and Turkey in the interest of
all citizens.”

Freelance writer Andreas
Kyriakou has published
a so-called ‘self-help

book’ which he hopes will
help non-Cypriot men become
real Cypriots!

Billed as “a humorous book
of sarcasm and romance”,
the Norwegian-born author
describes How to be a
Cypriot Man as “a funny,
but also sometimes serious
self-help book, with added
erotic fiction stories.” 

Clocking in at roughly
150 pages, and available
both in print and online,
the book is, Andreas adds,
“about half serious, half
humorous. I want the reader
not only to be entertained
by the fictional process of
turning themselves into a true
Cypriot man, but also to be
educated about the Greek
world.” 

To this end, the 16 chapters
cover both amusement (‘Be

A playboy’, ‘Family, Religion,
and the Mafia’, and ‘Ten
Warnings About Cypriot
Women’) and more solemn
subjects, including Greek
music, an abbreviated history
of the island, and a chapter on
Limassol.

“I’m originally from
Limassol,” Andreas reveals,
“and I love it. Although I was
brought up in Norway, close
to Oslo, and still live there,
I visit Cyprus every summer.” 

He continues, “I love Cyprus
and feel very proud of my
heritage. And that was one of
the reasons for writing the
book…”

Andreas has captured the
real ‘kamaki’ spirit in his prose,
creating a protagonist who
loves his wine, women and
song: “In this self-help book I
will show you how to really
become a Cypriot man. I will
teach you simply. All the
answers are in this book…

Just follow my tips. I promise
you it will solve your long-
standing hunger to finally be
a real Cypriot. You will not
regret this. Thousands of
girls will come knocking at
your door. You will be the
true Cypriot lover. I will fix
everything for you. The rest
of your l i fe wil l be l ike an
amazing Greek Cypriot dream.
Cyp up your life!” it claims.

Drawing from a pool of
inspiration which included
the stories he heard from his
uncle’s friends – “they spent
the eighties on the beach
chatting up Scandinavian
girls! There’s a big part of
the ‘kamaki’ element to the
protagonist in this book,” he
chuckles – the film My Big Fat
Greek Wedding, and a host
of stereotypes, Andreas
managed to write the text
within a year. 

“There’s a fine line between
comedy, seriousness, self-

help, and marketabil i ty.
Originally, I was going to call
it ‘How to Become a Greek
Man’, but ultimately decided
to go with what I knew best.
It’s more of a niche market as
well, so hopefully that will help
to endear it to those who have
visited the island or know
Cyprus well.”

While he admits the book’s
erotic elements may not be to
everyone’s taste, Andreas
hopes that “people don’t take
it too seriously!” 

He explained, “I know
Cyprus; I know the men of
Cyprus, and it was great fun
to create this stereotype who’s
hot-tempered and stubborn,
who loves women and
halloumi and frappé almost
more than life itself!

George M. Georgiou 
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Gorgo was the daughter and the only known child 

of Cleomenes I, King of Sparta during the 6th and 5th 

centuries BC. She was the wife of King Leonidas I, 

Cleomenes' half-brother, who fought and died in the 

Battle of Thermopylae. 

Gorgo is noted as one of the few female historical 
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and wisdom. She is notable for being the daughter of 

a king of Sparta, the wife of another, and the mother 
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likely to have been between 518 and 508 BC, based 
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The historian and novelist Helena P. Schrader writes:

“The most remarkable thing about Gorgo, wife of King 

Leonidas I of Sparta, is that we know anything about her 

at all. Herodotus and other ancient Greek historians are 

far more likely to mention Persian queens than the wives 

of Greeks – not because Persian women were more 

powerful than their Greek counterparts, but because 

Persians had several wives, and so it was sometimes 
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had been born. Since Greeks had only one legitimate 
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came to prominent Greek citizens. Even the names of 

Spartan queens are rarely mentioned. We do not know, 

for example, the names of either Leonidas' mother or 

his stepmother, the "second wife" who caused all the 

trouble in the Agiad family in the second half of the 6th 

century BC."

The near complete absence of Greek women in 

ancient history (as opposed to Greek mythology and 

drama) is a function of the fact that ancient historians 

were predominantly Athenian males from the classical 

or Hellenistic periods. Athenians of these periods did 

not think women should be seen – much less heard – in 

public. Women had no public role and so no business 

in politics or history. As Pericles said in one of his most 

famous speeches, "The greatest glory of a woman 

is to be least talked about, whether they are praising 

you or criticizing you." (Thucydides, History of the 

Peloponnesian War, 2:46.).

Early Life

As a Spartan girl of nobility, Gorgo would have been 

brought up at court trained in singing, dancing, literature, 

and, especially, physical education. Unlike Athenian 

women, who were considered lesser than males and 

relegated to their homes, Spartan women were free to 

pursue an education, own land, initiate divorce, and 

go where they pleased (within reason). It has been 

speculated, therefore, that there were other women 

as notable as Gorgo, probably many, whose lives and 
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her in Herodotus is from when she was eight or nine 

years old (though she is thought to have actually been 

older). This was during the time of the revolt of the Ionian 

city-states against Persian rule (c. 499-493 BC), which 

was instigated by the tyrant of Miletus, Aristagoras, and 

supported by the city-state of Athens. When the revolt

to the Peloponnese to enlist the aid of Sparta in driving 

the Persians from Ionia.

King Cleomenes had already sent Aristagoras away, 

refusing this request, but Aristagoras visited him at 

his home and attempted to bribe him. Interestingly, 

Herodotus reports, Gorgo was present in the room 

with her father when Aristagoras arrived and, when 

Aristagoras asked the king to send the child away so 

they could talk privately, Cleomenes refused and told 

him to speak freely in front of her. Aristagoras then 
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still more money until Gorgo said, "Father, your visitor 

is going to corrupt you if you don't get up and leave" 

(Herodotus, 5.51). Cleomenes took her advice and 

refused Aristagoras' bribe.

 Schrader writes,

“In no other Greek city but Sparta would a female 

of any age have been allowed to be present, much less 

heard and heeded, at a meeting between heads of state. 

Gorgo's advice was all the more remarkable because 

it was good. It was Athenian aid for the Ionian revolt 

that brought the wrath of Persia down on mainland 

Greece, leading some people to quip that it was easier 

to bamboozle thirty thousand Athenian men than one 

Spartan girl.”

Marriage to Leonidas

In 490 BC, Cleomenes died leaving no male heir to 

the throne, and so his half-brother Leonidas became 

king. Leonidas and Gorgo were already married by that 

time, and so she became the queen of Sparta. It is during 

this period that Herodotus' other tale concerning her 

takes place. The Persians, under King Darius I, tried to 

invade Greece in retaliation for Athens' aid to the Ionian 

Greeks in 490 BC but were defeated at the Battle of 

Marathon. When Darius died, his son Xerxes the Great 

swore to complete the work his father had begun and 
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that time. When Xerxes was preparing his war machine, 

a man named Demartus was living in the Persian city of 

Susa. Demartus had been co-ruler with Cleomenes until 

491 BC when Cleomenes had forced him into exile after 

a political dispute. Demartus became aware of Xerxes' 

plans for the military campaign to Greece and wanted to 

warn the Spartans, but he did not know how. Susa was 
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most likely apprehend any message being sent toward 

Greece before it reached the border.

Herodotus writes,

"This was very risky - what if he should be caught? 
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to them was to take a folding writing-tablet, scrape off 

the wax, and write about the king's decision on the bare 

wood of the tablet. Then he covered the message up 

again with melted wax so that during its journey the

tablet would not arouse the suspicions of the guards on 

the route.

When the tablet reached Sparta and was brought

to the king, no one knew what to do with it. While they 

were puzzling over why Demartus would have sent them

a blank writing tablet and what it could possibly mean,

Gorgo deduced that it was probably a message sent

encoded. She suggested that they scrape off the wax

and, when they did, they found his message about the

Persian invasion. They then sent word to Athens and the 

other city-states, which enabled the Greeks to prepare

for war. If Gorgo had not recognized that the message

was beneath the wax, the Persians would most likely

have taken Greece by surprise or, at least, the Greeks

would not have been able to ready themselves as early

as they did. It is also to Leonidas' credit, and that of

the Spartan court, that they were not foolish enough

to ignore a suggestion simply because it came from

a woman. It is interesting to speculate on what would

have happened if the message had been sent to Athens

instead of Sparta."

Leonidas, of course, would become famous for his

last stand at Thermopylae with his 300 Spartans during 

the invasion of 480 BC. 

Schrader writes:

"When Leonidas marched out to die at Thermopylae,

Gorgo asked him for instructions. His answer was a
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and have good children." Not sons, children. Leonidas

wanted Gorgo not to mourn him but to be happy, and he

valued daughters as much as sons – probably because 

he had learned from Gorgo the importance of clever and 

loyal women."

Anecdotes

A number of anecdotes have been attributed to 

her, which evidence a strong and intelligent woman.

Once, when she was visiting Athens, a woman asked 

her why it seemed only Spartan women could control

their men. She answered, "Because only Spartan

women give birth to men", meaning that only Sparta 

produced real men. That she was free enough in her life

to travel to Athens with Leonidas, and apparently take
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the freedom of Spartan women in general and Gorgo's 
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became the king of Sparta and Gorgo vanishes from the 

historical record.

Gorgo continues to be regarded as one of the most 
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as the wife of Leonidas but for her own contributions. 
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where her role was played by Anna Synodinou and in
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Epitaph of Simonides

A well-known epigram, usually attributed to

Simonides, was engraved as an epitaph on a

commemorative stone placed on top of the burial 

mound of the Spartans at Thermopylae. It is also the hill

on which the last of them died. The original stone has 

not survived, but in 1955, the epitaph was engraved on 

a new stone. The text from Herodotus is:

Oh stranger, tell the Lacedaemonians (Spartans)

that we lie here, obedient to their words.

Meaning: The stranger passing by is ordered by 

the Spartans at Thermopylae to inform the rest of

Sparta, that their soldiers died at Thermopylae, as

their commander instructed them to. Hence, they are

obedient to their King till death, which is a virtue and

something you should be inspired by.

Gorgo Queen of Sparta
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Perfect pout
Lips and the perfect pout!

We all aim for those luscious
full lips and pout but it is not as
easy as just putting on a little
bit of lipstick and think ‘that
should do the trick’. For some
of us with full lips, that may
work, but for others it most
definitely will not. There are
many tricks within the profes-
sional world of make-up that
can help to achieve the maxi-
mum result with what you
have naturally or even for
those who may have had
some form of enhancement
filler. 

First of all, always make sure
lips are smooth and kept moist
to avoid drying out, flaking
and blistering, especially in
the winter and summer with
extreme weather temperature
change. Central heating or air
conditioning can also cause a
problem and dry out the lips
even more.

Start by exfoliating the lips
with a lip exfoliator or make
your own with your cleanser
and a little sugar. If you don’t
use cleanser, you can use
thick set honey which will also
work effectively. Work in small
circular movements over the
lip area with an exfoliating mit
or even your finger tip and
then gently wipe off with warm
water and pat dry with a soft

towel.
To create the shape of lip

you desire, you will need to
use a lip liner. They can be in
pencil form or those that look
like a felt tip marker - these
tend to last longer when
applied. For day time, stick to
nude colours or a colour that
is close to your own lip colour
tone. The liner can be slightly
darker than your chosen
lipstick colour but similar to
that of the chosen lipstick
shade. 

Use your lip liner and draw
around the l ip, leaning
slightly on the outside on the
lip areas you want to make
look larger and leaning on the
inside of the area you want
to make look a little smaller.
On the cupid bow, the V of
your upper lip, you can make
this curved and rounded for a
soft look or more pointed for a

prominent look. This is usual-
ly used for the evening look
and often on the siren shades
of red. 

If you want to create a
natural pouty look, use the
liner to shade in a little of the
area just inside of the line you
have created so that when you
apply your lipstick over this, it
will have an underlying dark
shade, the illusion of promi-
nence towards the centre. 

When you apply the lipstick,
make sure you use a lip brush
as this wil l  ensure all the
crevices of the lips are filled
with colour and not just the
surface. To create a fuller pout,
use a lighter lipstick just for
the centre only or dab a little
highlighter that you would use
on eyelids and blend just
enough to fuse the joining
line of colour. If the lipstick
is a moisturising lipstick, it

will not require a lip balm or
moisturising gloss. However
if it is liquid lipstick, it will
usually require a moisturising
balm or gloss on top.

Remember the same rules
will apply for the nude shades
of rose pink, mocha browns
or soft plums, just as it will for
the more vibrant and intense
colours of reds or plums. The
rules are darker shades of
colours will make things look
smaller and lighter shades of
colour will make things look
larger. So if you have smaller
lips, go for the lighter shade
of plum rather than the darker
shade of plum, as the darker
shade will make the lips look
even smaller.

Whether you have chosen
to go for nude colours for day
and intense and vibrant
colours for special occasions,
you will need it to stay put for
as long as possible, so before
you take that glass and have
a sip, lick those lips before you
touch the glass and you
should find that as oil and
water don’t mix, the glass
should not be left with so
much lipstick and therefore will
still look great. Perfect!

Ilove failures is perhaps
not something you hear
very often, but for profes-

sional l i fe coach Nadia
Themis, this is a statement
she l ives by. During an
exclusive networking event
hosted by NEPOMAK UK,
Nadia went on to explain
that through her failures, she
has learnt so much about
herself. 

Whilst discussing the
struggles and hardships
she has faced in her life,
including anorexia, bulimia
and a divorce, Nadia
explained that “in life, your
motivation is either despera-
tion or inspiration.” 

Nadia inspired us all by
her strength and willingness
to overcome the bad expe-
riences and turn them into
positives, impressing upon
all of us the importance of
doing so in order to be both
successful and happy.

At the age of 15 and
becoming increasingly
introverted, Nadia felt as
though she was losing
herself and so visited a
youth foundation in Limas-
sol which she described as
a ‘breakthrough’ for her.
She felt a sense of belong-
ing for the first time in her
life which inspired her to set
up her own foundation - The
Meliselli Foundation - to give
other less fortunate young
people a place to develop
themselves in a safe and
social environment through
workshops, lectures and
team-building trips.

With regards to dealing
with low self-esteem and
confidence, something
faced by many young peo-
ple today, Nadia explained
that “first of all you need to
know yourself, it sounds
very simple but it’s not that
simple. By knowing yourself
and your strong points you
will have confidence.”

Nadia’s advice was that
first and foremost we must
listen to our own voice and
trust our instinct whilst
being able to accept help
and advice from those
around us which, in turn,
will aid our personal and
professional development.

When asked about young
people in the UK and speci-
fically what stops them from
achieving their potential,
Nadia highlighted the need
to find inner motivation and
to identify the reason WHY
they are doing what they are
doing. In an increasingly
competitive world in which
we live, her best advice to
young people when trying
to break into a new career
was to “be humble, be open
and be ready to learn” and
not to feel discouraged by
rejection, but instead to

break from the negative
thinking, reflect on the
experience and work on
playing to their strengths.

Starting out…just gradua-
ted and looking for a job,
how do you keep yourself
occupied and productive?
When posed with this
question, Nadia replied
“you just need to start
somewhere. It may not be
the dream job, but you are
gaining experience and
focusing on your final goal.
Be open-minded.”

Nadia emphasised the
importance of being ambi-
tious but also setting realis-
tic and attainable goals. A
further point was raised
about dealing with criticism
to which Nadia responded
with “if we learn not to take
things personally, it’s a good
step to controll ing our
emotions.”

To deal with her own
emotions, Nadia explained
her process which involves
what she calls an imaginary
‘wall of doubt’. In the past,
when she hasn’t liked what
others were saying to her,
she would stick an imagi-
nary post-it note on this wall
which worked to distance
herself from the anger and
frustration she felt, giving
her time to calm down and
think more clearly, as she
said that we “need to be
able to separate our own
voice from the voices of
others” and learn to love
ourselves despite criticism
we may receive.

Self-awareness and
self-reflection were two of
the most prominent themes
of the evening’s discussion
and Nadia explained that
“we need to be honest with
ourselves. Most of the time
we are trying to be perfect
and feel the need to satisfy
the demands of our family,
friends and society but by
doing this, we lose track of
who we are.”

This was perhaps the
most impactful moment of
the evening as it was a
reminder to those present
that despite l iving in a
pressurised society, we
must take time to pause,
listen to our own voice, be
brave, never compromise
our values and learn to be
comfortable with ourselves.
This, according to Nadia
Themis, is the key to
success.

Ostlund is a major force
in contemporary Euro-

pean cinema and he keeps
surprising as well as shocking
his audiences with his highly
original projects. 

He effortlessly changes
themes with each one of
his films and first came to
prominence in 2008 with
INVOLUNTARY, a rich tapestry
of several unrelated stories,
all with disturbing consequen-
ces. 

His PLAY in 2011 tells the
true story of a group of
children who robbed and
bullied other children in the
centre of Gothenburg. His next
project FORCE MAJEURE
became a huge international
hit and received a plethora
of international awards like
THE SQUARE which won the
Palm d’Or at last year’s
Cannes Film Festival. 

Christian (Claes Bang)
works as a curator in a
contemporary art museum
in Stockholm and is busy
preparing for his next show
called “The Square”, an art
installation that will challenge
people to be more respon-
sible to their fellow human
beings...

Ostlund’s ambitious film
is not only a critique on the
pretensions of art but he
also explores deep issues
on relationships as well as
the human condition in an
original and highly unique
way. 

It is a compelling film with a
remarkable lead performance
from Bang as the flawed hero
and with a valuable contribu-
tion from Elizabeth Moss as
the journalist who falls for
Christian. An intelligent and
rewarding cinematic experi-
ence!

Mary Magdalene

Rooney Mara lights up the
screen as the eponymous
heroine in Garth Davis’ sensi-
tive film which is set in the Holy
Land in the first century. 

Mary Magdalene is a young
woman who leaves her family
and small f ishing vil lage
behind in order to join Jesus
of Nazareth (Joaquin Phoenix)
and his disciples. 

Although the story is over
familiar, Davis’ hypnotically
beautiful film treats his subject
with a fresh insight. Inevitably
the story unfolds through
Mary’s eyes as she becomes
a witness to Jesus’ passion
and Judas Iscariot’s (Tahar
Rahim) betrayal. 

Helen Edmunsdon and
Phil ipa Goslett’s script is
economical and precise but
unfortunately towards the end
it becomes preachy and
sentimental but overall this is
a truly cinematic film superbly
photographed with a mesme-
rising performance from
Mara.

Peter Rabbit

The eponymous rabbit
(voice by James Corden) gets
a welcome big screen outing
in this charming adaptation
from the Tales of Peter Rabbit
by Beatrix Potter. 

Peter and his friends have
a whale of a time stealing
fruit and vegetables from Old
McGregor’s (Sam Neil) farm,
who tries hard to catch them
and turn them into a delicious
rabbit pie. But when Old
McGregor suddenly dies the
farm animals led by Peter
take over his house until his
estranged nephew Thomas
McGregor (Domhnall) arrives
on the scene... 

Director Will Gluck’s film
works thanks to decent
animation and strong voice
work. 

Rose Byrne is at her charm-
ing best as Bea, Old McGre-
gor’s neighbour who always
comes to the rescue of her
beloved animals until the
arrival of the horrid nephew.
Domhnall tries hard to be
funny and his over the top
performance threatens to
overbalance the film but the
charm of the rest of the
characters finally save the
day. 

This is no Easter bunny
but certainly good family
entertainment for the
season!

Wonder Wheel

The illustrious career of
Woody Allen is currently
being eclipsed by the current
sex scandals that are
haunting Hollywood and in
America they have sadly
buried his latest feature which
may not be one of his best but
it is certainly worth seeing. 

The action takes place in
the fifties, in the amusement
park on Coney Island. 

The story is narrated by
Mickey (Justin Timberlake)
a lifeguard who dreams of
becoming a playwright. 

Ginny (Kate Winslet) is a
frustrated housewife who now
works as a waitress having
abandoned her dreams of
becoming an actress. Her
husband Humpty (Jim
Belushi) also works hard to
make ends meet as a carousel
operator and their l ives
together may be that exciting
but at least they are peaceful
until his estranged daughter
Carolina (Juno Temple) enters
the scene... 

Although the film is very
cinematic it is structured like
a play - BLUE JUSMINE was
drawn from “A Streetcar
Named Desire” while this one
has echoes of “A View from a
Bridge” and all four characters
are well drawn and fully
fleshed. But it is the glorious
cinematography by Vittorio
Storaro that stays long in the
memory which pays a
fine tribute to Douglas Sirk
melodramas from the
fifties.

Bombshell: 

The Hedy Lamarr 

Story

This highly watchable and
intelligent documentary is a
fine tribute to a multi talented
Hollywood star but also a
groundbreaking scientist
whose pioneering work

invented frequency hopping
which is now used as the
basis for WiFi, GPS and
Bluetooth. 

She became an overnight
star following her nude
appearance in the Viennese
film ECSTACY which shocked
the world but also gave her a
ticket for Hollywood via
London just before the war in
order to work under contract
with Metro Goldwyn Mayer. 

Her beauty was unequalled
and her distinct look became
the basis for Snow White as
well as Cat Woman. She is
probably best known for
SAMSON AND DELILAH
but thankfully this articulate
documentary will also put
the record straight and give
her a long overdue credit as
a pioneering inventor who
helped revolutionise modern
communication.

My Generation

David Batty’s enjoyable
documentary written by
Dick Clement and Ian La
Frenais was screened at last
year’s London Film Festival
and is now playing at cinemas
across the country for one
night only. 

Michael Caine narrates the
film through his own personal
journey during the sixties in
London. 

Many iconic figures which
also made their mark during
this decade are featured
here including Twiggy, Paul
McCartney, Marianne Faithfull,
Lulu and Joan Collins who
tell their own anecdotes and
experiences aided by some
fine archive material that will
effortlessly transport you to the
swinging sixties.

Iwalked into the London Coliseum on one of the coldest days
of the year and emerged having had my cockles well
and truly warmed by the English National Opera’s A

Midsummer Night’s Dream. Benjamin Britten’s opera is not
one that I had previously experienced and Robert Carsen’s
original 1995 production, which has been revived several times,
most recently, and controversially, by Christopher Alden in
2011, is back where it started, interpreted here by revival
director Emmanuelle Bastet. 

The first thing you notice is a set awash with enormous green
sheets, which induced in me a mild nausea. An enormous
crescent moon, which provided a pleasant antidote to the
verdant overkill. Set designer Michael Levine maybe should
have studied his Pantone a little longer. Nevertheless, it is a
very playful and inventive show which cleverly explores the
blurred relationships between reality and dreams, the natural and
supernatural, and sexual desire. Britten’s atmospheric music
is a beguiling composition which includes beautifully melodious
passages and sublime orchestration, conducted with great skill
by Alexander Soddy.

Vocal quality of a high standard is provided by Soraya Mafi
as Tytania and David Webb’s Lysander, two young artistes with
a very bright future. Meanwhile an entrancing interpretation
of Oberon comes from Christopher Ainslie who maintained
excellence throughout, no mean feat for that role. Of course, this
being the Bard’s Dream means comedy dominates. Joshua
Bloom’s Bottom and Graeme Danny’s Quince, and the motley
crew of mechanicals, give us uproarious mayhem, every
opportunity milked to the maximum. Good as they are the
comic star is undoubtedly Miltos Yerolemou as a Duracell
bunny Puck (other brands are available), clowning around
constantly though the buffoonery is a facade for some seriously
manipulative behaviour. 

Strange as it may sound for an opera the movement was
extraordinary, and equally so it’s execution. That said it was
one Matthew Bourne who put it all together. This was
especially effective during the scenes where the underlying
sexual shenanigans came to the fore. Oh yes there’s no
shirking the issue here. When I first saw Britten’s Death in Venice
it left an indelible mark. This is a wholly different piece and
demonstrates yet again how underrated he is when compared
to the more renown composers. Not by me anymore. 

Meanwhile Loukas Salieri enjoys a salacious political satire...
Never in my lifetime has politics been so fascinating, primarily

because of the gruesome trio of Trump, Putin and Kim, each
one off their trolley. I joke but of course we live in serious and
dangerous times. Gore Vidal’s The Best Man (Playhouse
Theatre) is not just topical in an obvious way but a fascinating
insight into the minds of two men fighting to become the USA
President. They are polar opposites, both obsessed in their
own way and each harbouring a problematic past and present.

It is 1960 and yes we are all familiar with what is going on now,
but Vidal shows ‘twas ever thus. Senator Joseph Cantwell will
do whatever is needed to win, and I mean whatever, while his
rival, William Russell, wants to play it with a straight bat until he
is offered gen that could screw Cantwell. Dilemmas dilemmas.
If politics is your thing you will be captivated. The two central
performances by Martin Shaw (Russell) and Jeff Fahey (Cantrell)
are thrilling in their intensity and the interplay had me on the edge
of my seat. As they exchanged blows the reality of how dirty and
immoral it gets became abundantly clear.

Jack Shepherd was very touching as the outgoing President,
sitting on the fence in a very non-American way and Maureen
Lipman is her inimitable self as a veteran of her party who
others revere. Salacious and smart, this is Vidal at his very best.

Finally, Sotira Kyriakides is humming with desire…
The best beef is not the only renowned Argentinian export.

Tango is up there too, and justifiably so on the evidence of
German Cornejo’s magnificent show, Tango After Dark
(Peacock Theatre). No stranger to Peacock audiences,
Cornejo and his troupe of amazing dancers and musicians are
the best ambassadors for this dance form which fizzles with
eroticism. 

Oozing virility and femininity in equal measure, tango is about
sex and passion. Cornejo has brought together five of the most
accomplished and celebrated professional tango couples -
including himself and the stunning Gisela Galeassi - and
each moment of the show drips with sultry, pent-up desire
characterised by the combination of flowing and staccato
movements that exemplify this dance. 

The couples writhe and intertwine in the most beautiful and
surprising ways, staring into each other’s eyes with longing
all the while. The physicality, both sexual and gymnastic, is
breath-taking and intoxicating, and despite the chill of Beast
from the East, the performance felt like an evening in Buenos
Aires on a summer night. The superb live band and singers
more than do justice to the legendary composer and bandoleon
player Astor Piazzolla, making for a ravishing evening that is
surely one of the must-see shows in London now. Andele!
